After a first album produced by Mirwais in the mid 90’s (still unreleased!), an
EP in 2000 and many remixes (Enrico Experience, Tribute to Polnareff,
Tribute to Melville & Delon, etc.), Thomas Deligny aka Concorde Music Club
(a club of which he is the founder, composer and producer), released Stereo-
fictions, his highly praised first album, in September 2002.

His love for soundtracks, string arrangements or disco from the 70’s shined on this album, where we could also discover a
strong taste for pop, notably on titles like « In The Past », sung by Bill Pritchard (whose big come back album, also co-written
and produced by Thomas is in the process of being recorded), or « Movie Star », based on a sample of the cult track
« Triangle » by Jacno.

Today, an alternative version of this unanimously acclaimed album is released : the original Stereo-fictions tracks have been
entrusted to remixers from different backgrounds with the task of rebuilding them absolutely freely, an operation that gives
them a new dimension. We're taken on a trip from seventies soul (with remixes by the mysterious Discomobile or by the
brilliantly crazy Grand David) to new-wave (with Bassmati, the duet who also remixed Tommy Hools) to down-tempo
explorations (with The Big Knife, signed on the prestigious Pulp Flavor label, and The Wizards) to bossa-jazz (with
Patchworks, the finest jewel of the young label Q-tape, and Pornorama, from Denmark) to an unknown musical world (the
surprising and almost rock Sonorama or Chris Joss, the composer of the imaginary soundtrack The Man With A Suitcase).

To add some charm to this exciting album, Concorde Music Club offers us three unreleased tracks: « Stereo-fiction part 3 »,
an instrumental version of the « Déja Morts » theme and a tribute to Costa, the strings arranger of Stereo-fictions, with a
superb version of « Megalopolis » for strings only.

Besides the diversity of styles, the consistency of Alternative-fictions comes from the composer talents of Thomas Deligny :
this is the perfect album to (re)discover both the luxurious and sparkling world of Concorde Music Club as well as the diversity
and richness of this new remixers scene.
